Validation of General Obligation Bond Program for
Santa Fe Community College, Santa Fe, New Mexico

Architectural Research Consultants, Incorporated
(ARC) validated the needs and anticipated costs
for capital projects previously identified by Santa
Fe Community College as crucial to the mission of
the college for the next six years. Thirteen projects
representing a combination of renewal of existing
facilities and new construction are organized into
two groups representing the proposed general
implementation timing. The update of the Campus
Master Plan will evaluate other longer range
projects in the current plan.
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Funding for implementing these projects is part
of a general obligation bond package that will
be considered by voters in February 2000. A
favorable response will allow the college to begin
implementing the first group of projects (Group A)
by mid-year 2000. Implementation of the second
group of projects (Group B) will begin in 2001.
The Validation Report provides detailed studies

for each of the 13 identified projects. Each study
describes the programmatic needs, identifies space
requirements or project requirements, and develops
a cost analysis of the project. Appendices provide
supporting data for certain specific projects.
